authorized above in this clause for the county, for the period beginning December1, 2008 and 
ending November 30, 2011, and, be it further  

 
RESOLVED, that the allocation and distribution formula for the additional one per cent tax as set forth in 

Section 1262-g of the tax law be extended until August 31, 2011.  
 
RESOLVED, that the Oneida County Board of Legislators urges Senators Joseph A. Griffo and David J. 

Valesky to enact Senate Bill No. S5587and urges Assemblywoman RoAnn M. DeStito and
