Approval of the 2010 Self Certification of HOCTS Metropolitan Planning Progress.

WHEREAS; the Governmental Policy and Liaison Committee has been designated by
the Governor of New York State as the Metropolitan Planning Organization
responsible, together with the State, for the comprehensive, continuous and’
coordinated transportation planning process for the Utica Urbanized Area and
rural Herkimer and Oneida Counties; and

WHEREAS; it is the responsibility of the Governmental Policy and Liaison Committee
to ensure that said policy, planning, and programming process is consistent with
applicable Federal and State Law, and is also consistent with local area
objectives; and

WHEREAS; it is recognized that the Federal Regulations (23 CFR 450) for metropolitan
transportation planning were revised to reflect changes pursuant to the Safe,

Accountable, Flexible, Efficient Transportation Equity Act, a Legacy for Users_
(SAFETEA-LU); and

WHEREAS; the State and the MPO must certify that the MPO planning process is being
carried on in conformance with all applicable requirements of specific Federal
acts and regulations.

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED; that the Governmental Policy and Liaison
Committee's metropolitan transportation planning process includes activities to
support the development and implementation of a Regional Transportation Plan
and Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) and subsequent project
development activities including the environmental impact assessment process;
and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Governmental Policy and Liaison Committee's
planning process is consistent with Federal laws, acts, and regulations pertaining
to involvement of appropriate public and private transportation providers; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Transportation Planning Committee is directed
to see to the necessary approvals and notifications of the State and Federal
governments; and



BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that in accordance with 23 CFR 450.334 and 450.314, the
Governmental Policy and Liaison Commiittee for the Utica Urbanized Area hereby certifies that
the transportation planning process is addressing the major issues in the metropolitan planning
area and is being conducted in accordance with applicable requirements of:

1. 23U.8.C. 134,49 U.S.C. 5303 and 23 CRF 450 Subpart C;

2. In nonattainment and maintenance areas, Section 174 and 176(c) and (d) of the Clean Air Act,
as amended (42 U.S.C. 7504, 7506 (c) and (d) and 40 CFR part 93;

3 Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, as amended (42 U.S.C. 2000d-1) and 49 CFR part 21;

4, 49 U.S.C. 5332, prohibiting discrimination on the basis of race, color, creed, national origin,
sex, or age in employment or business opportunity;

5. Section 1101(b) of the SAFETEA-LU (Pub. L. 109-59) and 49 CFR part 26 regarding the
involvement of disadvantaged business enterprises in USDOT funded projects;

6. 23 CFR part 230, regarding the implementation of an equal employment opportunity program
on Federal and Federal-Aid highway construction contracts;

7. The provisions of the American with Disabilities Act of 1990 (42 U.S.C. 12101 et seq.) and 49
CFR parts 27, 37 and 38;

8. The Older Americans Act, as amended (42 U.S.C. 6101), prohibiting discrimination on the
basis of age in programs or activities receiving Federal financial assistance;

9. Section 324 of title 23 U.S.C. regarding the prohibition of discrimination based on gender; and

10. Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 19723 (29 U.S.C.) and 49 CFR part 27 regarding
discrimination against individuals with disabilities.

HOCTS works with NYSDOT, CENTRO and Birnie Bus to cooperatively
develop and share information related to the development of financial plans that
support HOCTS Long Range Transportation Plan Update and the TIP, including
the annual listing of projects. The Cooperative Planning Agreement was
approved by the GP&L committee on December 15, 2009 and was signed by
Raymond Smith, Chairman, GP&L, H.J. Hubert, Chairman, CNYRTA, and Tim
Birnie, President, Birnie Bus. The agreement has been sent to NYSDOT to be
signed by Acting Commissioner Stanley Gee.

Oneida County has reaffirmed the host relationship through NYSDOT
Supplemental Agreements dated April 2005.

The annual listing of projects is posted on HOCTS website.

B. PLANNING/TECHNICAL

2009-2010 UPWP Approved by GP&L- 3/26/09

2010-2011 UPWP Approved by GP&L- 3/11/2010

Discuss how the UPWP covers relevant planning activity and needs, noting any
progress or scheduling issues.

Relevant planning activities are described in the UPWP. HOCTS is
considered a small MPO, categorized as an under 200,000 urbanized area
population. The updated Long Range Transportation Plan for the two-
county area, Destination: 2010-2030, outlines goals, objectives and
recommendations to address the transportation needs of the area, is based on
a “vision” of what the area would look like in 20 years. Current and
projected planning needs are listed in the Long Range Transportation Plan,
the 2008-2012 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP), and new 2011-
2015 TIP. The TIP is amended as needed.

The following are updates of the progress of tasks:

- The HOCTS 2010-2011 Unified Planning Work Program (UPWP) is built
upon the approved 2009-2010 document. The overall development was
guided by SAFETEA-LU, the HOCTS Goals and Objectives, and The
Long Range Transportation Plan as approved by the Governmental
Policy and Liaison (GP&L) Committee.




Work will continue in areas of: developing an organized data system on
transportation infrastructure; distributing information to transit operators
early in the planning process on potential transit services; and continuing
to work on needed highway and transit planning projects.

Staff continues to make changes to the functional class maps as
approved by the GP&L and addresses request for data and information
from NYSDOT and FHWA regarding the federal aid system.

Staff continues with the pavement condition inventory of the non-State
Federal Aid System, and the traffic count program taking between 150-
200 counts a year on the system. The counts include speed and vehicle
class. Staff also will continue with the sidewalk inventory program.

Efforts will continue in the area of coordinating human service agencies’
transportation needs through the Coordinated Public Transit-Human
Services Transportation Plan.

Work will continue on efforts to provide for the maintenance and use of
a current data base describing the characteristics of the area highway and
transit systems and the ability to prepare accurate forecasts. Geographic
Information System (GIS) activities will continue by adding data to the
non-state Federal Aid Highway System, and providing GIS support for
transit coordination.

Work will continue on developing, implementing and administering
the Job Access Welfare-to-Work activities and Section 5310 and
assisting Oneida County by collecting information for the FTA
Triennial Review in June 2010.

Staff will continue to integrate safety into transportation planning and
programming using the Federal Safety Conscious Planning Program
and work with the statewide MPO Safety Working group. Staff will
also work on implementing Safe Routes to School Program.

- Long Range Transportation Plan: The Long-Range Transportation
Plan, Destination: 2010 - 2030, which was approved by the

Governmental and Policy Liaison (GP&L) committee December 15,
2009, outlines goals and objectives and specific recommendations for
transportation improvements in the two-county area and addresses the
transportation needs of the area based on a "vision" of what the area
should look like in 20 years. This vision addresses both long-range and
short-range strategies and actions that lead to the development of an
integrated intermodal transportation system that facilitates the safe and
efficient movement of people and goods.

- Bicycle and Pedestrian Planning An updated Bicycle Touring Atlas for




Herkimer-Oneida Counties is almost completed and will be released to
the public and placed on the HOCTS website. HOCTS staff continues
to meet with the Bicycle and Pedestrian Advisory Committee
(BAPAC), local bicycle and trail clubs, and municipal and state
agencies.

- Road Centerline/Address Range Connection: HOCTS continues the
progress of spatially correcting the street centerlines and address
ranges for Oneida and Herkimer Counties. Most of Oneida County
spatial corrections have been completed. More recent work has
focused on rural Herkimer County.

Long Range Transportation Plan

Destinations: 2010-2030

Horizon date:
The LRP horizon date is 2030. "DESTINATIONS 2010 - 2030", the latest
Long Range Transportation Plan, was approved by the Governmental and
Policy Liaison (GP&L) committee December 15, 2009. The LRTP was
accepted by FHWA in a letter to the MPO dated April 5,2010 and signed by
Joe Rich.

Fiscal constraint:
The extent to which the Long Range Transportation Plan can be
implemented depends to a large degree on funding resources. This requires
a stable, predictable and adequate revenue stream to meet the various
transportation needs. Plan is constrained within reasonable parameters of
anticipated revenues. Only projects that have an identified funding source
are advanced on the Transportation Improvement Program.

Include required elements.
The required elements are included in the LRTP update. Air Quality
conforms with State Implementation Plan (SIP). Oneida and Herkimer
Counties are an attainment area.

Implementation:
-Long Range Transportation Plan has been implemented within limits of
TIP financial constraints. The Long Range Transportation Plan Update
reports on the status of implementation.
-As with any Long Range or Comprehensive Plan, predicting future
population, travel behavior, land use patterns or funding is difficult due to
changing economic conditions and inherent limitations of annual budgets.
- Projects identified in the planning process have been organized, prioritized
and incorporated into the plan.
